� Coordinate requests for speakers, temporary sponsors, 12-step calls. 

� Work with Night Owl Coordinator to ensure night owl schedule is maintained, arrange for 

training and updated materials to be sent periodically. 

 

Working with the Board and Intergroup Representatives: 

� Serve on the Board as directed by the By-Laws. Make oral and written reports to the Board 

and Representatives at monthly meetings. 

� Help prepare materials (copy agendas, minutes etc) for monthly meetings.
